G.S.R. 262(E).—In exercise of the powers
conferred by Section 15 of the Notaries Act, 1952 (53 of
1952), the Central Government hereby makes the
following Rules further to amend the Notaries Rules, 1956,
namely.—

1. These Rules may be called the Notaries (Second
Amendment) Rules, 2000.

2. In the Notaries Rules, 1956,—

(a) in rule 8, in sub-rule (4), for the words "three
years”, the words "five years" shall be substituted;

(b) in rule 8A, for the words "three years®, the words
"five years" shall be substituted.
